Wildlife Training Workshops
Beginning with Wildlife in 2010

This year the Wildlife Trust is bringing the local landscape alive for those new to wildlife and
conservation. The natural history of four different areas of the Trust will be covered in a series of
informative one-day courses. Each includes presentations on what makes the area so special and
also how, when and where to discover the annual wildlife highlights.

Part of the Bradlaugh Fields Park complex, this
reserve is rich in wild flowers and insects, being located on an
outcrop of limestone.
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Sunday 27 June: Beginning with Peterborough Wildlif e
at Barnack Village Hall, near the rolling limestone
grassland of Barnack Hills and Holes national nature
reserve, between Stamford and Peterborough. With
support from Peterborough City Council and DCLG
Housing Growth Fund.
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Sunday 5 September: Beginning with Bedfordshire Wil diife L N A '::,ZT.:Z
at Bedfordshire’s largest remaining area of heathland, the diaer -

Trust’s Cooper’s Hill nature reserve on the outskirts of
Ampthill. Situated on the Greensand ridge, this important site
rich in insects and other wildlife, provides a stunning visit in late

* Learn about the species to be seen and where to find them.
» Review some of the top wildlife hotspots locally.
* Find out the best ways to seek wildlife and how to develop your identification skills in the future.

Each course starts at 10am and finishes at 4pm, and there is a small charge of £20 to cover the
running costs (see overleaf for further details and how to book).

The days will be run by professional wildlife guides Henry Stanier and Chris Donnelly who have
extensive knowledge of local wildlife, habitats and nature conservation, and will be able to answer
any questions you may have.
